OLD TOWN TEMECULA, CA – Byron Berline, the Grascals and Bluegrass Etc will highlight the 11th annual Old Town Temecula Bluegrass March 18 through March 20.  Daytime concerts both Saturday, March 19 and Sunday the 20th are free.  Paid evening concerts are held indoors at the acoustically perfect Old Town Temecula Community Theater and are paid events.

Saturday and Sunday’s free daytime concerts include the Byron Berline Band, Bluegrass Etc., Silverado Bluegrass, the Hunt Family Bluegrass, Bluegrass Brethren, Sligo Rags, and another four bands to be named later. Both days also include free workshops, jam sessions and plenty of picking and grinning.

Friday evening is a special treat with the nationally acclaimed Grascals performing in the theater at 7:30 p.m. One of the most acclaimed bluegrass bands on today’s bluegrass scene, the Grascals have won the SPGMA’s Bluegrass Band of the Year 2010 award, the International Bluegrass Association’s Emerging Artist of the year in 2005 and Entertainer of the Year in 2006 and 2007. They’ve performed at the Grand Ole Opry, Kennedy Center, Radio City Music Hall, Wintergrass, and the Stagecoach Festival. Saturday evening will feature the Byron Berline Band, Bluegrass Etc and Silverado in concert in the theater. Byron Berline is a three-time National Fiddle Champion who turned to a musical career after earning a B.A. in Physical Education at the University of Oklahoma. Berline has a Who’s Who list of bands that he has either led or been a member. They include: Bill Monroe and the Bluegrass Boys, Dillard & Clark, Dillard Expedition, Berline, Crary & Hickman, California, and the Byron Berline Band.  He’s recorded with The Band, The Byrds, The Eagles, The Rolling Stones, Bob Dylan, John Denver, Elton John, Linda Ronstadt, Rod Stewart, Vince Gill, Arlo Guthrie, Willie Nelson, Emmylou Harris, Earl Scruggs and Mason Williams.

“It’s the greatest part about a bluegrass festival. Fans are also musicians, some of them quite good and notable in the music world,” stated Melody Brunsting, organizer of the event. “We’ve had Sara Watkins of Nickel Creek show up on our stage just to jam with Bluegrass Etc. before.”
