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Balloon & Wine Festival Announces

Dennis DeYoung: The Music of Styx and Ambrosia Headline Friday Night
Third Eye Blind on Saturday Night


Temecula, CA - Third Eye Blind will headline Saturday, June 4 at the 28th Annual Temecula Valley Balloon and Wine Festival. The alternative rock band hit the charts in 1997 with the self-titled album "Third Eye Blind" and several hit singles including "Semi-Charmed Life," "How's It Going to Be," "Losing a Whole Year," and "Jumper."  Jim Carrey sang  "Jumper" in the movie "Yes Man" and the song regularly sells over 5,000 singles a week, 10 years after its release. In 2010 Third Eye Blind co-headlined The Bamboozle Roadshow and announced a new album sometime in 2011. Additional Saturday bands will be named later.


Best known as a founding member and vocalist for Styx, Dennis DeYoung: The Music of Styx will headline  the Festival's Friday night concerts. DeYoung and his six-member band will showcase hit songs "Lady," "Babe" "Come Sail Away," "Too Much Time on My Hands, and "Rockin the Paradise."


 While with Styx DeYoung acted as lead vocalist, keyboardist, songwriter and producer.  DeYoung wrote and sang lead on seven of Styx's eight top 10  hits.  Styx is the only band to ever record four consecutive triple platinum albums.


DeYoung's solo career brought him the hit "Desert Moon" and a variety of roles from actor on stage in "Jesus Christ Superstar," to a role in the movie "The Perfect Man" as the lead singer in a Styx Tribute Band in 2005.

Also in concert on Friday night is the band Ambrosia.   Ambrosia formed in 1970, the musicians were  inspired by the progressive rock era, and developed a large regional following for their inventive musicianship and skillful arranging.  

Ambrosia came to national prominence in 1975 with the release of their self-titled debut album on 20th Century Fox Records.   Ambrosia was produced and engineered by the legendary Alan Parsons, and featured the top ten hit “Holdin’ on to Yesterday”, as well as the FM classic “Nice Nice, Very Nice.”  After lengthy touring, the band returned in 1976 with the album "Somewhere I’ve Never Traveled"  also produced and engineered by Parsons. The album yielded the title song, which quickly became an FM favorite. In 1980.   "One Eighty," was released, a smash LP that produced two of the year’s biggest hits, “You’re the Only Woman” and “Biggest Part of Me.” 


Once again, the popular Freestyle Motocross Show with Jimmy Fitzpatrick returns to the main stage area. Watch for the announcement of the Sunday concert entertainment on the Wine Stage.

All concerts are included in the admission price.  Tickets are available online. There are two upgrade options for the concerts: Cabana Club, which includes reserved seats in front of the stage, a gourmet catered meal with four beverages, access to the Cabana Lounge in between concerts, and private Cabana Club restrooms. Cost is $150 and includes admission. Silver Reserved Seating is located behind the Cabana Club and does not include meal, drinks or Cabana access. Cost is $65 per person and includes admission. Regular Friday Adult online tickets are $20 or $22 at the gate. Saturday admission tickets are $23 online or $25 at the gate. Sunday tickets are $15 for adults online or $17 at the gate.
